SPECIAL NOTE:  I DECIDED TO REPEAT THE “2”S ADDITION DRILL THIS WEEK TO HELP THE STUDENTS FEEL MORE CONFIDENT AND COMFORTABLE.  However, I cannot stress enough how important it is to stay on top of the weekly facts to memorize.  It gets easier as you go.  Work every day.
